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	OVERVIEW : 
During this unit, students will explore one of the seven basic elements in art. They will be learning about all different kinds of lines. There are many different lines and each has its own name that describes their place in space. Students will experiment with vertical, horizontal, and diagonal lines. As well, we will explore lines that can be bent into curves and broken into angles, which create numerous different configurations. These include zigzag, wavy, looped, curly, and scalloped lines. This unit will also feature the artist Piet Mondrian’s work. We will examine his work and create our own prints that focus on the placement of lines.

-Students independently explore lines that are bent or curved using coloured pencils

-Students create a maze using a continuous angled line

-Cut narrow pieces of construction paper in a curve and layer the strips to create a bookmark 

-Create a print using string and paint to experience the style of Piet Mondrian`s work

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	OVERVIEW : 
During this unit, students will explore shape as one of the seven basic elements in art. First, students will create the outlines of shapes using lines. This will help link the previous unit on lines with the new unit highlighting shapes. Students will then explore the relationship between positive and negative shapes. Every time a line outlines a shape, it creates two images: the positive shape that is outlined and the negative shape that is in the background. Also, students will investigate how shapes are found all around us and incorporate those shapes into their artwork. The artwork that will be highlighted this unit is ancient Egyptian cartouches` containing hieroglyphs. Students will create their own cartouche using the hieroglyphic alphabet. This project contains both line and shape art elements.
