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	OVERVIEW: 
During this unit, students will explore the two final basic elements in art. They will be learning about form and space. Form is created when flat, two dimensional shapes are bent to create three dimensional shapes. Artists use form when they create sculptures. Some commonly used forms are cylinders, cones, spheres, cubes, pyramids, and prisms. Students will also be introduced to the element of space in art and how this element makes a flat image look like it has form. They will learn about overlapping and changing size as an artistic strategy of creating space.
