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	OVERVIEW: 
In this theme the students explore the idea of helping others learn new skills. It also touches on discovering new activities, likes and dislikes, and feelings.  In writing students will write simple sentences using high frequency words about things that they like to do.  While reading they answer - make questions and make predictions.  Also, they begin to be aware of beginning, middle and endings in their reading.  

As a theme project they will make a self-portrait collage.  In phonics the students learn to manipulate and isolate phonemes.  They begin to use contractions and inflections.  In late September students will begin to read in small guided reading groups.  Each student will be placed in a reading group according to their reading level.
