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	OVERVIEW: 
In this social studies unit, students will focus on the family and how families work together. Specifically, students will learn how to describe family members and how they help each other. Students will explore the roles, responsibilities, and relationships in their families. We will also be describing family activities and celebrations, such as Mother`s Day and Christmas. Lastly, we will look at animal families and how they are similar to our families.
