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	OVERVIEW : This unit focuses on relationships, rules and responsibilities in the school and the community. Within the school students will identify authority figures and follow rules and responsibilities. They will learn about and implement voting and majority rule as a method for making decisions. Within the community, students will identify different facilities and describe the activities of community helpers. Students will also be introduced to maps, where they will be able to identify and use cardinal directions in simple maps. As well, students will be able to identify and interpret signs and symbols on the streets.
