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	OVERVIEW: This unit focuses on changes in time and how people live differently from one another. Specifically, students will compare and contrast urban communities and suburban communities. The comparisons will include housing, transportation services, where products are made, and infrastructure. Children will also explore sequences in time, like historical and family events. As well as, documenting the cultural differences in food, clothing, housing, technology, and traditions, between the past and present.  Finally, students will practice using a calendar to locate specific dates, holidays, and months.
