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	OVERVIEW:    Students will continue working on theme 2- lessons 7, 8,9  and 10 . The skills focused in these lessons are: Identify common and proper nouns, singular and plural nouns, simple and compound sentences and abbreviations. They will also use different reading strategies such as: identify fact and opinion, identify main ideas and details, and summarize stories. Besides, Students will read different text types and genre as articles, poetry, photo essays, folktales, mystery stories and nonfiction stories. They will develop a variety of writing strategies focus on the following traits:  sentence fluency, word choice, presentation and conventions; which will be reflected in their different forms of writing (How to paragraph, descriptive paragraph, and writing summarizes).
This unit include the following lessons:

Lesson 7

This lesson is Focused on consonant digraphs, common and proper nouns. Locate information, reread, and the sentence fluency Trait. The following readings are included in this lesson “Aero and officer Mike” (nonfiction) and “It´s about dogs” (poetry).

Lesson 8

This lesson introduces diphthongs and includes the following stories “How Animals Talk” (Photo Essay) “Partners in the Wild” (Expository Nonfiction). It is focused in summarizing and finding Main ideas and details. The writing form is description and the emphasized trait is word choice.

Lesson 9

This lesson reviews the trait of word choice and introduces consonants blends. The readings included are “Stone Soup” (Folktale) and “The Legend of Johnny Appleseed” (legend). In reading comprehension reviews main ideas and details, as well as summarizing.

Lesson 10

This lesson reviews compound words, consonant digraphs, diphthongs, and consonants blends. In reading comprehension reviews fact and opinion, main ideas and details, reread and summarizing. In grammar reviews simple and compound sentences, common and proper nouns, and singular- plural nouns, and abbreviations. The sentence fluency and word choice traits are also reviewed. The reading selections are “The case of “The Three Bear´s Breakfast”(mystery)- READER´S THEATER, and “How To Living Things Survive” (Textbook).

Highlights:

The whole program include five essential components of reading : vocabulary, phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, and comprehension. The program also stresses the writing process and the use of the six traits as a core ingredient.

90 % of the planned activities were covered during the last term.  For this term  we  will  finish the last  activities for lesson 7 and we plan  to complete the whole theme 2 (lesson 8, 9 and 10). 

The pace and sequence suggested by the book in the different activities  are  very short. Students usually take longer to develop any of the activities planned or proposed by the book.
