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	OVERVIEW : We continue working with theme two of the Fifth grade book Story Town. The skills focused on these units are: Conflict and Resolution as part of the Plot, Character’s Motives, Use Story Structure, Monitor Comprehension, Theme, Text Structure (sequence), Ask Questions, and Use Graphic Organizer.
In these units students will continue reading and analyzing the following text types and genre: biography, personal narrative, talent show, realistic fiction, photo essay, historical fiction, poetry, and narrative fiction.

This unit has the following lessons:
Finish Lesson 8 includes a narrative fiction named “When Washington Crossed the Delaware” and a poetry called “In 1776).

Lesson 9 includes the following stories: “Leonardo’s Horse” (narrative nonfiction) and a myth called “Bellerophon and Pegasus A Greek Myth”.

Lesson 10 is a theme review. It has a readers´ theater called “The Secret Ingredient” (cooking show) and “Ants” (expository nonfiction).
HIGHLIGHTS: 

We will continue working with the five essential components of reading (vocabulary, phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, and comprehension), the writing process, and its six traits.

· Students will listen to and analyze a series of story fragments named George Washington, From the Notebooks of Leonardo, Mangia! Myths and realities of Italian Food.

· Students will identify the theme (sequence) and will be able to ask questions.
· Students will fill out the story map about a given assignment.

· Students will be introduced to the Robust Vocabulary.

· Students will interpret and apply key words in context.

· Students will recognize letter patterns in some words. Students will evaluate daily proof reading prompts.

· Students will create a series of  paragraphs about a show they had enjoy, a visit to a new place; an unexpected but enjoyable event;  an outdoor activity they like to do; a challenging time they went through; what other place and time would they choose to live in. They will also write short biographies about friends, relatives, one important person during the Revolutionary War, about themselves when they are 75.

· Students will create a paragraph giving step-by-step directions from their school to their houses. They will write a paragraph about new devices and inventions. They will be able to write down summaries and descriptive paragraphs.

· Students will recognize the theme in a story.

· Students will understand the sequence of events in a story.

·  Students will categorize and complete simple and compound sentences, as well as prepositional phases.

·  Students will review, reinforce, and extend word meanings of the robust vocabulary.
· Students will read and compare the following pair of stories: “When Washington Crossed the Delaware” and “In 1776”; “Leonardo’s Horse” and “Bellerophon and Pegasus A Greek Myth”; “The Secret Ingredient” and “Ants”
· Students will read texts in a variety of ways, namely, partner reading, choral reading, and echo reading.

· Students will read, analyze and compare the stories.
· Students will describe an event.

· Students will listen to the description of an event.

· Students will identify and analyze the characteristics of narrative texts.

· Students will write a narrative paragraph and some instructions.

· Students will ask and answer interview questions.

· Students will obtain information by listening to an interview.

· Students will identify different types of interactive media.

· Students will understand the purpose of different kinds of reference sources.

· Students will present an oral summary.

· Students will listen to a summary.

· Students will understand persuasive techniques used in advertising.

· Students will identify the story elements and its structure.
· Students will break down simple and complete subjects and predicates in written sentences. They will also identify and complete sentences with compound subjects and predicates.
· Students will apply all the steps involved in the Writer’s Process.
· Students will work with the Guided Reading Program twice a week.
· Students will work with Raz-Kids at home and in the classroom.
