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	OVERVIEW : This is theme two of the Fifth grade book Story Town. The skills focused on these units are: Conflict and Resolution as part of the Plot, Character’s Motives, Use Story Structure, Monitor Comprehension, Theme, Text Structure (sequence), Ask Questions, and Use Graphic Organizer. In theme two students will read about people who reach out to another to attain a common goal. In these units students are going to read and analyze the following text types and genre: biography, personal narrative, talent show, realistic fiction, photo essay, historical fiction, poetry, and narrative fiction.
This unit has the following lessons:
Lesson 6 includes the following stories: “The Night of San Juan” (realistic fiction) and “Tejano Conjunto” (photo essay).
Lesson 7 has the following readings: “When the Circus Came to Town” (historical fiction) and “Poetry” (poetry).
Lesson 8 includes a narrative fiction named “When Washington Crossed the Delaware” and a poetry called “In 1776).

HIGHLIGHTS: 

We will continue working with the five essential components of reading (vocabulary, phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, and comprehension), the writing process, and its six traits.

· Students will read and compare the following pair of stories: “The Night of San Juan” and “Tejano Conjunto”; “When the Circus Came to Town” and “Poetry”; “When Washington Crossed the Delaware” and “In 1776”.
· SW read texts in a variety of ways, namely, partner reading, choral reading, and echo reading.

· Students will describe an event orally.

· Students will listen to a description of an event.

· Students will ask and answer interview questions.

· Students will listen to an interview.

· Students will identify different forms of broadcast/electronic media and their purposes.

· Students will understand the features and uses of different print publications.

· Students will identify different types of interactive media.

· Students will create a series of journal entry compositions about shows, visit to a new place, an enjoyable event, an outdoor activity, and a challenging time.

· Students will read, analyze and compare the stories.

· Students will create a series of response paragraphs about good realistic fiction stories, unfamiliar places, “The Night of San Juan”, solving a problem, and family traditions.

· Students will break down simple and complete subjects and predicates in written sentences. They will also identify and complete sentences with compound subjects and predicates.

· Students will write down different kinds of short biographies. 
· Students will apply all the steps involved in the Writer’s Process.
· Students will work with the Guided Reading Program twice a week.
