	OVERVIEW : The students will prepare for taking the MET exam throughout the year with daily practice exercises and practice tests sections every other week.

	STAGE 1 – IDENTIFY DESIRED RESULTS

	Content Standards and Benchmarks :

	Essential questions:
1. What are some standardized test taking strategies? How can you best prepare to take this test?
	Expected language:

writing prompts and key words in questions to be sure students understand what is being asked.

	STAGE 3 – LEARNING ACTIVITIES

Consider the type of knowledge (declarative or procedural) and the thinking skills students will use.

	1. Students will go through the practice test and be given hints and suggestions on how to do better.

Use the attached practice test and have the students do a listening section one day, a reading the next, and then an interview practice. Rotate each day a section of the test to keep it fresh in the students' minds. 

There are three sections:

Listening Section - 3 parts

Interview

These are sample questions that the students need to have an answer for. The interview is done individually, one on one with a native speaker. It is about 15 minutes long and they are looking for conversational skills, fluency, vocabulary, and sentence structure; correct usage of the words.

Questions from the MET

1. If you could be any animal, what would you be and why?

2. What animal would describe how you see yourself?

3. What does family mean to you?

4. What plans do you have with your life after high school?

5. Tell me a little about your family.

6. If you could travel anywhere in the world, where would you go?

7. What do you like to do in your spare time?

8. Do you have any hobbies or activities that are special to you?

9. Who is the most important person in your life?

10. Do you like to cook?

11. What do you like or dislike about school?

12. What famous person would you most like to emulate?
13. Are there any special projects you have to work on this year at school? (senior project)

14. Do you have any career plans?

15. Why should someone come to visit Colombia?

Reading Comprehension - includes vocabulary and grammar (there is a set of handouts that are already copied for this part)

Use a daily story from the news as part of the review and have them read it aloud,  go over any unknown vocabulary or phrases, and check for comprehension.

We will do the sections together in class to prepare for the exam. 

We will do mock interview sessions to help the students practice their oral skills and how to form good answers to questions.

Oral/Listening - Use the Scientific American podcasts throughout the year to help both the 11th and 12th students prepare to be better listeners. The folder has various stories already set up and you can get more at the following link. Have them listen and take any notes they want to use to answer questions later. I let them listen 2 times without seeing the text, and one additional time seeing the text while it is being read, then they see the questions. Sometimes I'll give them one application question and let them see the question only while they listen 3x for the answer. Mix it up to help them.
