Assessment 2: Vocabulary Quizzes
Every 2-3 weeks, create a vocabulary quiz that has the students apply the words in a story to show that they understand how to use the words. (examples in folder)

Assessment 3: Create your own quiz 
At the end of each semester, students will take the words and create their own quiz with 20-24 words from that semester, using the same quiz format the teacher uses.

Assessment 4: Vocabulary Crossword

Have the students create a crossword puzzle using two weeks worth of vocabulary words and then give them to each other for review. Assign different weeks to different students. They can't just be vocabulary definitions. They need to be sentences or thinking clues; they can do the bilingual puzzle idea if they can pull it off and want to choose that option.

Assignment Checklist:

Once you have your nine words, you or you and your partner need to take photographs that illustrate the word in a way that is easy to remember. You can use a natural setting, people, or create the situation or scene if desired. You cannot download pictures from the internet. They have to be pictures taken by you, they CANNOT be internet images. Be sure you have good quality pictures or correct them on your computer.

For each word, you will need: the word, the pronunciation guide, definition, photograph you take to illustrate the word, a sentence that ties into the word and picture to help you remember it. Below is a sample slide with the information you need. If you want to add audio, it is extra credit and optional.

3. Create a powerpoint or other video presentation that includes the picture, a definition, and a sentence using it correctly in a way that could help someone remember the word easier.

4. Turn in the assignment in the appropriate format along with your own self-critique rubric. If you are working in partners, each person needs to complete their own rubric based on the work they completed. On your self-critique, add the two comments below the wiki. Project is due by____. You can email it, put it on a disk, or bring it on a USB.
