aboard, against, amid, beneath, beyond, underneath, besides, concerning, following, during, of, off, onto, toward, through, unlike, upon, within

Any additional prepositions you use are extra credit.

4. Be sure to use all the elements of a story - plot, climax, conflict, resolution

Write out your story in pencil and have it checked before  you commit it to the final story book. These will be given to elementary students to use and they will also grade you on your story and effective use of prepositions.
