	 1. Introduce topic with video clips of free speech issues or examples. Read together the info. info. in the text on p. 338-339. Go over together for a class discussion the first article, The Debate Over Placing Limits...Damage It Does the Victims. Be sure they understand what is considered a right of free speech. Good time for a debate or discussion on what they do think should be and shouldn't be allowed.

2. Have the students read and outline the key points, any discrepancies between the information, and information that they think leads to further discussion in the articles.
