3. What visual and graphic techniques are most effective?

4. Oral presentation of basic idea to the class

Touch base each month with a day that the students share what they have done and where they are on the project. They should be doing their field work by October. Give a grade for various parts to keep them on track.

4th Quarter

Show examples of previous years - good and bad  so they can see what to do and what not to do (see project example folder)

Development and presentations of powerpoint presentations; practice speaking and presenting to class.

	STAGE 3 – LEARNING ACTIVITIES

 (end of 11th grade year) Intro. Activity - Have a class discussion of areas of interest and make a list of the topics given. Categorize them into good research ideas, doesn't need more research, not able to be researched. 
Give the students the Senior Project Research Outline back. Remind them of what they are doing. Go over the deadlines and due dates.
Grade checks:
1. background material
2. field work
3. check any interviews or surveys they plan to do for audience and appropriateness
4. talk about who they should be contacting and make suggestions
