	STAGE 3 – LEARNING ACTIVITIES

SESSION ONE
1.Introduce literature circles by explaining they are "groups of people reading the same book and meeting together to discuss what they have read" 

2. Emphasize the student-centered collaborative nature of the reading strategy by discussing how the strategy places students "in charge of leading their own discussions as well as making decisions for themselves" Share some of the ways that students will work independently (e.g., choosing the text the group will read, deciding on the questions that the group will discuss about the text).

3. Have the students look at a selection of books and decide which groups will be reading which books. The selections can be found in the primary office in the guided reading boxes W-Z. Select about 8 choices and have the students look them over and identify their 1st, 2nd, and 3rd choice. Then, organize the groups accordingly.
 4. The first task is for each student to read the entire book as it will be part of an additional assessment later.
5. Decide among the group the following elements that will be included in an info-documentary-news program where you will present this information. (use powerpoint)
1. a commercial that promotes the book you read

2. (4) segments in your video that share interesting and/or important information from your book

Each group member will be responsible for

1. an outline of 1/4 of the book - their segment

2. writing, producing, and starring in 1 of the video segment

3. participating in the production and writing of the commercial

Have them think about the following components:

· music that is appropriate and adds to your presentation (www.freeplaymusic.com)

·  a commercial that really sells your book and makes people want to read it

·  where you want to film your various scenes

·  remember to credit any pictures you use and sites that you get information from

·  think quality content over quantity, but cover your topic in-depth

The copy of the rubric is in the powerpoint on how the project will be graded.

Students will be given 4 class periods to get organized and film and any additional time will be up to them to put together the video.

Show the students several good and bad examples of past projects so they can see pitfalls to avoid and what worked well. Remind them not to copy other ideas directly - be creative

Check with the groups throughout the week(s) to see if they are on track and to offer suggestions, check copy, etc.

Remind them it is about quality and not quantity and that they may want to look to other sources of they have an area of interest in the book that leads to other questions they want to answer and include in the project. If the book doesn't give enough information, supplement it with other sources.

Be sure that the commercial sells the book - it makes people want to check it out and read it for themselves.
