	STAGE 3 – LEARNING ACTIVITIES

	1. Introduce the students to the idea of Utopia and what life was like back in the 1950s. (see video clips)
2. Go through the premise of the movie first so they understand what is going to happen in the story (powerpoint)

3. Watch movie and talk about the different plots working together between the old and new worlds. 

4. Talk about the imagery and the symbolism in the movie, especially the things that change and the significance of "color".

Have the students create the next scene in the movie, what will happen to the two kids as they both go different ways and the choices they make.
