Interactive Reader - page 121 - Myths in our Lives and Word Origins - will be useful as you read the Greek stories
Interactive Reader:
Two Japanese Folktales p. 89 - complete the Venn Diagram on p. 96; do the writing activity on page 97- students could work individually or in pairs
Atalanta and Hippomenes  - p. 115 - do the if/then idea on p. 119 but then have the students create more, as well as a cause/effect chart so they can see story relationships. Go over what theme is and identify themes in this story and any shared themes between stories they've read.

Fabiano and Reyes -p. 130  - have the students create a new ending for the story or write a news story entitled "Is Love Blind?" and create a story that could appear in the newspaper with this title.
Medusa's Head p. 209 - Holt Textbook - there is a story and a graphic novel rendition. complete chart in IR p. 153 - do a persuasive writing activity on whether it would be good or bad to be invisible. Students will present to the class and see which side is most convincing (Use Holt Textbook p 412 - recognizing persuasive techniques)
Baudi and Philemon -Holt Textbook p. 151 - thnk about and discuss theme - page 155
The Fox and the Crow; The Wolf and the House Dog - Holt Textbook - p .229 - do chart in IR on p. 155 Again, analyze cause and effect, theme/lesson. Have students work in a group of 3-4 to create a comic or picture story of a fable as described in the writing activity - p. 232 -choose one of those themes
A Wolf and the Little Daugher - IR - p 157 LIttle Red Ridinghood - p. 159. After reading the two stories, go over with the students the concept of storytelling on page 166 - 170. Tell them they need to practice their oral skills and they have to come up with a 30 sec - 1 minute story that involves a wolf to share with the class. It needs action, a beginning, middle, and end.
