	OVERVIEW: During this term students will be learning different commands, songs and vocabulary related to the themes Back to School, Family and Friends. In Math they will count numbers from 1 to 20, attributes of shapes, patterns, collecting data. In Science we will be working on living and non-living things. Children will have the opportunity to name, compare, and classify them according to their characteristics.

	Language  Domain:

Act out a book.
Illustrate events that took place in a story.
Complete beginning sounds.
Design a front cover for a book.
Make a graphic organizer which includes characters and setting.
Identify beginning sounds, clap syllables in words, name pictures that start with the same sound in poems, rhymes and chants.

Mathematical Domain:

Arrange objects in a shelf students describe positions (top, middle, bottom, left, right).
Hand out a set of objects students sort them by color, size, shape or color.
Hand out a group of  objects ask children to make groups of 8, 10 ,14, 17 or 20. Ask them to identify the group that has more or fewer.
Hand out a set of numbers from 0-20 students put them in order and identify greater and less number.
Have children create their own patterns using shapes cut outs.
Have children interpret different graphs based on different questions such as: How do you get to school? What’s your favorite food? How many letters does your name have? How many living and non living things do you find in the poster?

Cognitive Domain:

Have children classify classroom objects as living or non living things. Children state differences among them.

Take children  out of the classroom to observe different parts of the plants.  Children identify them and talk about their function.

Have children work in groups of two.  Hand out different flashcards of animals. Children classify them according to their attributes.  





	STAGE 3 – LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Consider the type of knowledge (declarative or procedural) and the thinking skills students will use.

	
Mathematical Domain:

Play domino, make groups of different objects, play hopscotch, match number to quantity using different objects, do a lot of kinesthetic activities so children learn different positions, practice directionality of numbers from 0-10 on boards, on the floor using paint and markers. Classify plastic shapes by color or by size. Teach different rhymes to reinforce the concepts of numbers.

Cognitive Domain:

Classify school objects as living or non living things. Classify different seeds. Plant seeds to grow a plant. Take care of the fish and plant that is in the classroom by feeding and watering the plant. Observe different living or non living things around the school. Water the plants around the school. Watch videos related to living things. Field trip: visit a student’s farm to observe different crops and animals.

Language Domain:
Have children recite rhymes and sing songs.  Read books, have children act them out. Play lottery identifying same sound. Reinforce directionality of the letters using different materials such as :chalks, shaving cream, paint etc. Visit the site starfall.com to read on-line books and play interactive games focused on sounds.

Trabajamos algunas letras   por medio de diferentes actividades, se realizaron ejercicios de conciencia fonológica para identificar los sonidos. De igual manera se trazaron las letras reforzando la direccionalidad de estas.

	 Los niños ya conocen los números del 0 al 20 y la mayoría de los estudiantes  identifican   los números con la cantidad que representan, sin embargo, algunos niños tienen dificultades para saber qué número es mayor, especialmente con los números mayores de 10 (11-20).  Todavía hay problemas con el trazo.


Hemos utilizado materiales diversos para trabajar en este tema y eso ha facilitado su adquisición.  Los niños disfrutan creando sus propios patrones y son capaces de reproducir los que se les indican.


Realizamos juegos y actividades manuales que les permitieron a los niños aprender el vocabulario y utilizar las figuras en diferentes contextos.





Se interpretaron diferentes gràficas en el libro de Math, de igual manera todos los días durante Circle Time se interpreta la gràfica de Còmo està el clima? La cual le permite a los niños hacer predicciones sobre como creen que estarà el clima y cual dibujo (soleado, lluvioso o nublado) tendrá mas marcas en el mes.
