	OVERVIEW:

During this term students will explore the human body and learn how it works. Children will name and locate some internal organs and their functions. They will also use their senses to describe objects in terms of the materials from which they are made of. In Math, we will continue working on numeration, operations (addition) and data and chance.  In  English we will continue working on writing (creating picture stories and writing accurately from a model) reading (Discussing different books and developing phonemic awareness) listening and speaking (Using vocabulary to describe, retell and respond to questions about stories, poems, rhymes and daily routines).

Play games where children identify objects by using their senses, invite parents to the classroom to talk about different topics about the human body, movie “Inside the Human Body”, make human models using different materials, read books about these topic, experiments with bones, visit the school lab to observe some chicken’s organs, celebrate Healthy Week (activities like: have breakfast at school, senses festival, visit a gym, visit a hospital, talk with a nutritionist). 


Math Domain

Make groups of different objects, play bingo numbers,  match number to quantity using different objects, provide different toys thus children tell their own addition stories, make numbers out of play dough, trace numbers with paint, write numbers on boards


Language Domain

Scholastic set of flashcards, letters of the alphabet, counters for blending sounds. Story town rhymes big book. Songs.  Read books, have children act them out. Play lottery to identify same sound. Visit the site starfall.com to read on-line books and play interactive games focused on sounds
