During this term we will  focus on teaching concepts related to the earth and sky, differences between additions and subtractions, numbers up to 115 and telling time. One of our major goals in English is that our students can express their ideas orally, that’s why we have planned lots of activities to improve their fluency. Besides, we will be working on phonemic awareness thus students will understand that words are made up of speech sounds. As they will be immersed in an English environment they will use the acquired vocabulary to describe events in a story as well as ideas related to daily life.

	 La mayoría del grupo realiza problemas sencillos de sumas y restas.  Pueden inventar historias utilizando manipulativos o imágenes. 


Se han utilizado materiales diversos para trabajar en este tema. Los niños disfrutan creando sus propios patrones y son capaces de reproducir los que se les indican. Se hace por medio de sonidos, contando de dos en dos, con números y palabras.
