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	OVERVIEW: During this unit, students will explore one of the seven basic elements in art. They will be learning about primary and secondary colors. Students will have the opportunity to mix primary colors to create secondary colors. Through mixing, they will discover that mixing different amounts of a color changes the color’s hue. Students will manipulate colors to discover which colors make good contrasts, as well as categorize warm and cool colors.  Students will study the artist Vincent Van Gogh and replicate an art piece using what they know about mixing colors.
