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	OVERVIEW : 
In this theme the students explore the idea of sharing their interests with others. It also touches on discovering new things and feelings.  In writing students write simple sentences about themselves, things that they do and about places.  While reading they answer questions, make predictions, and ask questions.  Also, they begin to be aware of beginning, middle and endings in their reading.  In phonics the students learn to manipulate and isolate phonemes.  They begin to use contractions and inflections. We will be finishing the lessons we didn’t cover and begin new lessons from Theme 3  ”At a Glance”. 

In this unit the students will be able to understand character, setting, and setting a purpose in reading. Also they will be able to answer question about the story they have read. This is done through stories that help students better understand the theme, Along the Way.  A big focus is on meeting new friends. Children will enjoy identifying colorful animals  as well as reciting rhythmic text.  Key words are tested for the first time in this unit.

As well, students will be completing at least one formal writing sample that will be evaluated based on the elementary writing rubric. The focus for their writing will be developing ideas (a particular focus when writing and details) and basic conventions.
