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OVERVIEW : 

In the unit Count on Me, the students will work on four main areas per a day. 1. Oral language 2. Word Work 3. Skill and strategies and 4. Writing.  Oral language will consist of the students considering and discussing questions and also working on high frequency words. Word work is where the students will work on their spelling.   Skills and strategies for this unit deal with understanding characters, main idea and details and also working on fluency and comprehension. Writing is the last part of the student’s English day. This is where they will work on writing strategies, such as crafting a sentence. The students will complete the anthology from grade 1 and transition into the grade 2 Story Town.

Daily Routines: Oral Language Development
· Question of the day. I will pose a question that the students and I will discuss. 
· Read aloud. I read to the students and they talk about what they have just heard. 
· Word wall. This is where we will quickly review words that they should have learned in first grade. 


Word Work:
· Phonics (introduce short Vowels, cvc patterns in longer words,)
Spelling (Pre-test) and working with the words on a daily basis. 
High- Frequency words

· Spelling (word building, state and generalization, review, tests and post-test. Spelling will include lots of graphic organizers and working with the connections. For example, lesson one is short a. 


Skills and Strategies:

· Reading aloud anthology (Introduce characters, main idea and details. 
· Fluency (accuracy) I will read to students and they will then practice and or work with a partner-
· Comprehension (Introduce characters, Using graphic organizers, reading with your fingers, review characters. Main Idea and details will also be introduced. 
· Build and Robust vocabulary (words from the read aloud, words about the selection, review and accumulative review. Robust vocabulary will involve a lot of talking about the words and using graphic organizers. 


Writing(language arts):

· Grammar ( Introduce sentences and review sentences and daily proofreading)
· Writing prompts (writing project)
· Children will: 

1. Use a literature model to generate ideas.
2. Select the topic
3. Plan and draft a personal narrative
4. revise the narrative by adding interesting specific details that support the narratives ideas
5. Organize the narrative with a strong beginning, middle and ending
6. Publish a final version of the personal narrative
