	REFLECTIONS

	Most of the activities planned for the first quarter were done without many difficulties. Students still need more practice in the coloring technique and in the time management. It takes a lot of time for them to color any piece. Especially when it is required to color applying the technique. We did not get a chance to study an artist, so we will spend more time on art history in the next quarter.  As art is scheduled on Friday, many art classes were canceled so some projects felt rushed and were not able to be finished.  I also added in an art project to complement love and friendship day.  The final project was an origami book that students used language arts sequencing of first, next, then, finally to create an aesthetic story board explaining the story using only pictures.  The project went well, but there was not enough time to effectively complete the objectives of the lesson.
