While continuing to practice these reading skills, we will also be focusing on writing skills, such as writing complete sentences, organization, word choice, adding descriptive words, main idea and details, and adding a voice.  This nine weeks, we are focusing on writing poetry, summaries, and persuasive paragraphs.
