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	OVERVIEW : This is theme one of the Fifth grade book Story Town. The skills focused on this unit are Conflict and Resolution as part of the Plot, and Character’s Motives. In this unit students will read different text types and genre as realistic fiction, historical fiction, biographies, autobiographies, poetry, interviews, personal narratives, and magazine articles.

This unit has the following lessons:

Lesson 3 focuses on character’s motives. It has the following readings: Chang and The Bamboo Flute (historical fiction) and Evren Ozan, Musician (interview).

Lesson 4 continues working with character’s motives and includes the following stories: The Daring Nellie Bly: America’s Star Reporter (biography) and Nellie Bly´s Book: Around the World in Seventy-two Days (personal narrative).

Lesson 5 is a theme review. It has a readers´ theater called It takes Talent! (talent show). It also has the comprehension strategy: The Alligator Race (realistic fiction).

HIGHLIGHTS: 

Throughout this program students will work with the five essential components of reading namely vocabulary, phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, and comprehension. The program also stresses the writing process as a vehicle for developing literacy, making use of the six traits of writing as a core ingredient.
Students will continue working with Raz–Kids program of reading. Additionally, this term we will implement the Guided Reading Program twice a week.
