Name / Theme or Unit: Basic elements of the globe
Time Frame: 1st term

	OVERVIEW : In this unit students will get acquainted with some themes related to geography, especially in the Earth basic elements. Students will gain an understanding of the abstract concepts of relative and absolute location using the directions of north, south, east, and west, tropics , hemispheres, along with longitude, latitude and land features.

	STAGE 3 – LEARNING ACTIVITIES

Consider the type of knowledge (declarative or procedural) and the thinking skills students will use.

	Students will be introduced to the different kinds of maps shown in a atlas (Flat maps and the globe). Model and demonstration.
Students will identify the hemispheres on the  globe maps and the continents in each of the hemispheres. (Photocopy)
Students will use class atlases to identify the different hemispheres and find countries in each one of them.
Scavenger hunt activity:  The class will be divided into the 4 hemispheres: they have to move around to look for places using the given coordinates.

 Students answer the questions in a questionnaire using atlases to find the answers ( location wiky work).

 Practicing with the human grid activity (Teaching the 5 themes of Geography page 2), students learn the use of latitude and longitude coordinates.
Activity (This is absolutely right Page 4, 5) students will be able to locate places in an atlas using the absolute location skills associated with latitude and longitude
Assessment: students will have a list of  famous  places: they have to find the absolute location of each place( country and coordinate)

Students are introduced to  a geography term list  about land and water features (archipelago, bay, cape, delta, gulf, harbor, isthmus, oasis, strait, tributary) Page 28 . 
  TOPO QUEST Activity: Students identify  physical features by applying geography terms to a fictitious map drawing.  (page 30)
