Practice the various elements of proper speech deliver, so they may be graded on their delivery as a final grade. Answer questions about their classmate’s delivery. Be graded on their own delivery styles.

Speech Writing Activities

· The students will use what they discovered from reading another speech to write their own speeches using rhetorical devices. 

· The students will discuss what makes a good source, and they will use EBSCO to find some of their sources. 

· They must write the full speech in MLA format. They will be graded on their MLA citation, content, organization, and use of rhetoric 
· We will post these speeches on my Wiki as a resource for them to use when they write their final essays for the History class. 

Speech Delivery

· The students will find a video or audio copy of their speech and analyze the speaker’s presentation style. 

· They will write a reflection on what they found, discuss what they found strong, and what they would not do in their own presentation. 

· I will model the task for them before they are given freedom to complete the assignment. 

Speech Activity

· The students will give a persuasive speech based off their essay

· The students will be graded on their delivery, content, organization, use of rhetoric and citation

· These speeches must be recorded and posted on their history website
