Conventions: The student’s written speeches will be graded for grammar conventions. The spoken speech will be graded for correct English usage.

Speaking/Listening: Watch other speeches to discover what makes a good speaker. Practice the various elements of proper speech deliver, so they may be graded on their delivery as a final grade. Answer questions about their classmate’s delivery. Be graded on their own delivery styles and fluency.

· They will discover the rhetorical devices, as well as the purpose, audience, and historical information pertaining to their selected speeches.

· The answers to the handout will be graded for thoroughness, group participation, content, and specific conventions

Speech Writing Activities

· The students will use what they discovered from reading the speeches as a group to write their own speeches using rhetorical devices. 

· The students will discuss what makes a good source, and they will use EBSCO to find some of their sources. 

· They must write the full speech in MLA format. They will be graded on their MLA citation, content, organization, and use of rhetoric 
· We will post these speeches on my Wiki as a resource for them to use when they write their final essays for the History class. 

Speech Delivery Activity

· We will watch a video of a famous speech in class

· The students will reflect on the method of delivery and answer the question: 

What is good speech delivery?

· They will write a reflection on how they plan to DELIVER their speech. 

Speech Activity

· The students will give a persuasive speech based off their essay

· The students will be graded on their delivery, content, organization, use of rhetoric and citation

· These speeches must be recorded and posted on their history website
