	Essential questions:

Who were the first Americans? What happened to the native Americans, and how did they influence the colonists?

What economic/social factors in Europe cause mass migration to the colonies?

What were the causes of American Independence?

Who was the constitution designed for? How did the U.S. government take shape?  Who influenced its structure?

What were the roles of minorities during American independence?

What were the early struggles of the new nation?
	Expected language:

	STAGE 3 – LEARNING ACTIVITIES

Consider the type of knowledge (declarative or procedural) and the thinking skills students will use.

	Weekly reading questions: Students will be assigned reading and will have to answer various questions from the text to demonstrate understanding of important concepts.

Weekly vocabulary activities: Students will have to define various historically important words and terms, as well as use them in context to demonstrate and re-enforce understanding.

Paired activities: students will be asked to do in class work with partners.  These activities will include three projects: Creating an American revolution newspaper reporting on a particular battle or hero of the American revolution, Create a digital or physical poster describing the three powers of the U.S. government: judicial, legislative, and executive.  Monroe doctrine Socratic seminar where students will have to defend or argue against the document.

Mapping activities: Students will be creating maps of the US and world during different historical periods, which will further improve students skills in geography as well a helping the student understand how the world has changed politically over the past 150 years.
