Subject (s):     US History          Grade:   10                          Term:    3

Name / Theme or Unit: Reconstruction, Gilded Age, Industrialzation, WWI

Time Frame: 3rd quarter

Submitted by: David Hart

	OVERVIEW : Students will be focusing on reconstruction that followed the civil war.  We will also look at the Industrial Revolution and the emergence of the gilded age and the progressive era ending with WW1

	STAGE 1 – IDENTIFY DESIRED RESULTS

	Content Standards and Benchmarks : 

Understands how slavery shaped social and economic life in the South after 1800 

Understands the major events and issues that promoted sectional conflicts and strained national cohesiveness in the antebellum period 

Understands the major characteristics of the abolition movement in the antebellum period (e.g., different viewpoints within the abolitionist movement, arguments of those opposed to and those who supported slavery, the Underground Railroad) 

Understands the economic, social, and cultural differences between the North and South 

Understands events that fueled the political and sectional conflicts over slavery and ultimately polarized the North and the South 

Understands the effect of differing Reconstruction policies and how they were perceived (e.g., plans advocated by President Lincoln, Congressional leaders, and President Johnson; the Compromise of 1877; different perspectives on the effectiveness of the Reconstruction amendments) 

Understands changes in social relations in the South during Reconstruction 

Understands influences on business and industry in the 19th century 

Understands interaction between Native Americans and white society

	Essential questions:

What were the policies of the federal government during Reconstruction? What was the impact of corporations and monopolies on average Americans? How did imperialism and the “big stick diplomacy” affect the view of America abroad?

How did America transform from an agricultural society to an industrialized one? How did the influx of immigrants change the social and economic fabric of the US?

What was the Gilded Age?

How did Westward migration affect the American Indians?

US History Reflection

At the end of unit:

As discussed with the curriculum coordinator, the unit moved farther than was originally planned so that more material would be left for the 4th quarter.  We ended with WWI.  

This quarter we read a large section of Farewell to Arms, and the students overall responded well to the book.  The book did not give as much information on WWI as I would have hoped.  I also did a poor job of integrating the book more into the class.  There needs to be more than verbal assessment and informal quizzes.  More interaction preparation needs to be planned to go along with the book.  The book should also be used as an incentive for students who would like extra credit work, possibly over spring break.
