	STAGE 1 – IDENTIFY DESIRED RESULTS

	Content Standards and Benchmarks : 

    Students will know/understand the origins of Rome’s collapse in the West and recovery in the East with the ascension of Justinian.  Students will investigate the impacts that Rome has/had on the modern world.  Students will chart the origins of Islam and how the Middle East became a center of not only empire but for learning as well. Students will search out reasons for conflict between the Muslim empire and the Feudal systems in Europe. 

Students will understand the concept of feudalism, how it worked and the various kingdoms that emerged in the Middle Ages. Students will identify how major religions had an impact on this time in history.

Students will learn about the growth of cities and trade during the Middle Ages.

Students will be able to discuss the tensions that existed between kings and the Church.

        They can apply what they learn to real life situations regarding different races/cultures.  They will understand that these tensions sometimes come from strong events in history.  Doing so they will be able to understand people different from them.  Students will understand the causes and effects of major historical events.



	Essential questions:

Why did the Eastern part of Rome survive?  When was China’s Golden Age?  What are the basic tenants of Islam?  What was the basis of major conflicts leading into the middle ages? How did the Muslim culture move across Asia and Europe and what long term impacts did it create?

What is Feudalism?  What caused its decline?

What was the cause of Europe’s transformation from a fragmented society to centralized kingdoms and increased trade?

	STAGE 2 – ASSESSMENT EVIDENCE

	The first quarter will be divided into three smaller units.  The first unit will be comprised of studying the world’s major religions during the first two centuries and their impacts on the modern world.  Daily assignments, weekly book reviews, a quiz, and a comparison chart for the major religions will assess this unit.  The second unit will focus on the fall of Rome and the Byzantine Empire.  Students will have daily assignments, weekly book reviews, a map quiz, and create an advertisement to live in Constantinople.  The third unit will focus on Feudalism and the Kingdoms in Europe.  Students will turn in daily assignments, weekly book reviews and create a map of a medieval Kingdom in Europe.


	STAGE 3 – LEARNING ACTIVITIES

	Students will be challenged to analyze secondary resources that retell the first centuries major events and religions.  In each smaller unit students will apply the knowledge from the unit to create a project demonstrating what they have retained over the prior unit.
